From
northbound, go straight across the intersection onto Buxton
Farms Road. At stop sign turn right onto River Road and left
onto Intervale Road. At top of hill turn right onto Newfield
Ave.Sterling Farms Golf Course driveway is first left.1-95: Exit
8. From southbound, turn right onto EIm Street. From North-
bound, go straight three lights and turn left under the highway
onto EIm Street.
